Spanish 230: Spanish for the Medical Professions (U)

Spring 2012 Prof. Ferradáns

This course is designed for students planning to work in the health care field and who want to acquire more skills in medical Spanish. We will develop new critical perspectives on health care for Hispanics in the US. Specifically, we will develop medical language skills and cultural competency for health care situations. Outside class students will participate as an informal intern and perform a variety of tasks at the Community Health Care Clinic in Normal. The work will focus on Hispanic patients and include shadowing an interpreter, filing, distributing meds, etc. (for nursing students, also taking stats). Students will also attend seminars at the Clinic, the Western Avenue Community Center and the Public Health Department. At the Community Health Care Clinic, we will learn about the legalities of medical records, issues of confidentiality, informed consent, and patient privacy/rights. At Western Avenue we will gather information about other programs geared toward the Hispanic community. Finally, at the Public Health Department we will learn about the WIC (Women, Infant, Children) program, communicable diseases, and environmental health issues for Hispanics in B-N.
