We will pay close attention to the principal literary, social and political movements that produced those stories, such as Regionalism, the Avant Garde, Existentialism, Cosmopolitanism, the Boom, the post-Boom and Feminism.  Readings will include Horacio Quiroga, Juan Rulfo, Gabriel Garcia Marquez and Isabell Allende.   The amount of reading, writing and critical thinking required for this course will be considerable, as we will discuss a wealth of writers, periods, styles and critical approaches. Be prepared to spend a good amount of time reading, writing and thinking.
