TO PLAYERS AND PARENTS

PTICHERS & CATCHERS CAMP is to specialize on
these two  areas only and is strictly a defensive camp.
Campers will be taught how to block pitches, the
mechanics of throwing, stance and footwork for a
catcher.  Pitchers will be drilled in the fundamentals of
the mechanics of pitching such as dealing with grips,
situation pitching  and a variety of other drills for each
camper to take with them.

The HITTERS CAMP  is just that—two hours each
day of swinging  and hitting.  Drills will be taught
and the swing broken down.
